Part 1: The Overall Situation 
Philippines 

In the Philippines, since the global outbreak of Covid 19, the first positive cases was started to be 
recorded last January 30 with the 1st three cases were citizens from China from Wuhan1, has currently 
15,049 positive cases (previous report 13,221) with 904 deaths (previous report 842) report and 3,506 
recovered cases (previous report 2,932). 

 

For cases by gender 54.4% are male and 45.6% are female. Cases by age group 5.1% (0-17), 21.8%(18-
30), 28.8%(31-45), 23.9%(46-60), 19.8%(60+) and 0.5% (Unknown) 

 

On March 17,2020 through proclamation no. 929 President Rodrigo Duterte has placed the whole 
Philippines under state of Calamity due to the Corona virus disease. The proclamation was the 
recommendation of the department of health and the Inter Agency Task Force (IATF) for emerging 
infectious diseases as despite government interventions, the number of confirmed cases of Covid19 
continues to rise. The purpose of the of the declaration also to be able for local government units be 
able to access the quick emergency response funds under the Disaster Risk Reduction and Management 
Act (DRRM Act) of the Philippines.  

The declaration supports also the earlier pronounce of the government putting the whole Luzon island 
under enhanced community quarantine, where all movements of it’s the people are highly restricted to 
prevent further spread of the virus which will be effected until April 13 midnight.  

All domestics flights are shutdown already as of the moment while selected international fights are 
allowed with strict restriction. As most of the country is under different level of quarantine all modes of 
public transportation are prohibited except if it is transporting essential items to and from quarantined 
areas.

In the table shows that 11 program areas of our local partners are General Community Quarantine while 
1 partner program areas under Modified Enhanced Community Quarantine declaration.  

As of May 27 there are 658 positive cases (previous report 659) in the program areas and majority of them 
are in the Metro Manila program areas (484) or in the National Capital Region. There are 1,914 
individuals that are PUI’s (previous report 1,642) while 1,885 (previous report 1,429 and for further validation from 

partners) where recorded that are in the PUM list in scattered in almost all program areas. PUI and PUM 
list with no positive cases does not mean does not mean that areas are safe of the spread of the virus 
already but it’s because of the limitation of test kits arriving in the provinces where our partners work.  

 

The state of calamity declaration did not mention any request for international assistance. The 
declaration is effective for six months from its declaration. The government also is starting to roll out its 
US$542 million package for Covid 19 response focused on economic and livelihood recovery programs 
and support to distribution of test kits.  

On March 24, the Philippine Congress and Senate granted the Philippine president emergency powers to 
reallocate existing national budget for projects that would fight the spread of Covid 19. In the $5 billion 
emergency funds, some 18 million low-income households would receive assistance.7

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The national government is starting implementing its two-month Social Amelioration Program (SAP) for 
the poorest families or families that lost their regular income due to the lock down. Identified families 
will receive around P5,000-P8,000 ($98-$157) per family.  

As of April 7, the Inter Agency Task Force (IATF) has announced that the Luzon wide Enhanced 
Quarantine will be extended until April 30. 

As of April 13, the national government will allocate an additional P50 billion($980.4 million) for Social 
Amelioration Program (SAP) to middle class Filipino families.  

As of April 14, the Department of Health will start the conduct of mass testing in country. 
 
As of April 24, the national government announce that Enhanced Community Quarantine iwill be 
extended until May 15 in the following areas were cases of Covid19 remains high and increasing;  
¶ National Capital Region 
¶ Central Luzon except Aurora 
¶ CALABARZON 
¶ Pangasinan 
¶ Benguet 
¶ Baguio City 
¶ Iloilo province 
¶ Cebu province 
¶ Cebu City 
¶ Davao City 

The rest of the provinces will be declared under Genera Community Quarantine Declaration starting 
May 1. This means that there will be some ease of restriction on movements. 
 
As of May 1, 52 provinces are now under GCQ (General Community Quarantine). Provinces under GCQ 
means they are “low-risk” areas for the coronavirus under a “new normal” or the general community 
quarantine (GCQ).  
  
As of May 12, the IATF released the latest classifications of risk levels and recommended approach as 
follows; 
 
 1. Low Risk (Minimum Health Standards, no GCQ or ECQ)  
a. Region I - entire b. Region IV-B - entire c. Region V - entire d. Region VI - entire e Region VIII - entire f. 
Region X - entire g. Region XII - entire h. ARMM - entire  
 
2. Moderate (GCQ) a. Region II - entire b. Region III - entire c. Region IV-A - entire except Laguna d. CAR - 
entire e. Region VII - entire except Cebu f. Region IX - entire g. Region XI - entire h. Region XIII - entire  
 
3. High (ECQ) a. Laguna (Region IV-A) b. NCR c. Cebu City (Region VII)

For issues children are facing right now with the Covid 19 outbreak throughout the country, based on 
the Council Welfare of Children (CWC) report are the following; 

1. Curfew set by LGU’s that penalizes minors heavily which includes imprisonments and mixing 
them with adults  

2. Not all school children/learners able to access alternative delivery modes suggested by the 
department of educations  

3. Food shortages puts at risk most of children as irregular working parents affected by the 
community quarantines/lockdown does not have income to feed their children.  
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4. With the home quarantine/lockdown declarations parents/caregivers boredom and idle 
situation could exacerbate existing child protection issues at home. 

5. Access to Medical support to children with special needs during the quarantine/lockdown state. 

As of May 4, 10 of the 12 local partners are now part of the provinces under General Community 
Quarantine or areas with low risk cases of Covid 19. While two local partners are still under Enhanced 
Community Quarantine as they maintain high risk cases of Covid 19. 

 

Part 3: ChildFund’s Response 
 

3.a. Overall 

ChildFund CO initially provided guidance on Covid 19 for local partners last March 13 on how they can 
manage their operation and identify alternative activities they can implement through the development 
of their respective contingency plans. But within a few days since the initial guidance was provided, the 
Covid 19 cases in the Philippines has tripled which led the whole Philippines on quarantine/lockdown 
implementation since last March 15. With this, all contingency plans submitted by local partners are not 
applicable based on the current situation as most of the partner are still planning to implement group 
activities.  

With strict government protocols on quarantines/lockdowns, Humanitarian organizations have also 
limited movements on their intentions to provide intervention to their selected program areas. Majority 
of humanitarian organizations immediate interventions are focused on spreading information 
dissemination on verified Covid 19 sources of information’s.  

The CO is in close coordination with the Philippine International NGO Network (PINGON) on updating 
and coordination remote meetings in discussions in addressing Covid 19 humanitarian issues in the 
Philippines.  

The CO also participate in the National Child Protection Working Group (NCPWG) on Covid 19 
emergencies. The working group are discussing and closely monitoring the effects of the declared 
guidelines and intervention strategies to Children in general on the national government Covid 19 
interventions.  

With the Corona virus outbreak, coordination meetings are done virtually to follow and maintain social 
distancing. 

The CO is still finalizing its overall response plan and hopefully will be share to partners the soonest as 
possible. 

The CO has finalized and rollout its partner guidance on their Covid 19 response and partners will realign 
their remaining subsidy to support the implementation of the response plan.   

The CO also has finalize its response proposal and has been submitted to RO and IO for review.  

On partnership and engagement, the CO is also busy in engaging different corporate organization hoping 
to get local support in its planned response intervention for its partners: 
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¶ Initiated partnership with Globe Telecommunications and Facebook Philippines to deliver home-
based learning kits for children and their families 

o Globe telecommunication – free usage of their SMS texting facility  

o Facebook Philippines- Free Advertisement credits to implement our awareness-building 
campaigns and to customizing internet.org solutions to provide a free basic internet 
service that will enable participants to connect with us through Facebook even without 
internet  

¶ Actively networking with Local grant making institutions and associations of the private sector 
with response related to COVID-19 to include Local partners in the roster of COVID-19 response 
beneficiaries 

¶ On Media partnerships, we are actively negotiating for free radio exposures to feature 
ChildFund's interventions, this is from both national and local broadcasting companies 

 

Last April 3, the CO participated in the PINGON virtual meeting which highlighted member participants 
sharing their respective on-going and planned interventions for Covid 19. Below are the highlights of the 
sharing;  

¶ The most common intervention that is being done by almost all International NGO’s are on risk 
communication/psychosocial support interventions to families and communities. Some 
organizations are conducting Alternative Learning Sysytem working with Department of 
Educations and other distributing hygiene kits 

¶ Most of the organizations have Cash programming interventions in their pipeline of proposals or 
will soon roll out their cash transfer programming on support to food distribution. 

¶ Of the International NGO’s World Vision so far has the biggest investment on this response, they 
have been providing huge logistical support to gov’t Covid 19 facilities but mostly in Metro 
Manila. They have been distributing Personal Protective Equipment’s (PPE) as well to key 
government Covid 19 facilities.  

With this, CO planned interventions is aligned to other humanitarian organizations plan as well. We 
shared our Home Based/Psychosocial intervention activities that we plan to roll out soon and shared 
also that we are working on a proposal that includes cash programming interventions 

The CO has issued already a local partner guidance in implementing activities for the remainder of the 
fiscal year align to the CO response plan.   

Last April 8 before the holy week break, the CO shared the initial Home-based Activities guidelines to its 
local partner and last April 13, the CO conducted a virtual meeting with local partners to discuss their 
questions, concerns and queries on the operationalization of the home-based activities.  

Last April 15, the CO participated in the regular PINGON meeting which regularly done virtually now. The 
highlights of the meeting are as follows; 

¶ Asian Development Bank (ADB) business opportunity presentation- an ADB specialist presented 
its COVID 19 response plan. It focused on 20 billion USD reallocated money for Covid19, making 
available to governments and available thru loans. There is opportunity for civil society 
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organizations (CSO) but mostly focused on infrastructure projects and the opportunities are 
mostly CSO’s as consultants (pool of experts) to a certain government project but no grant 
project opportunity. 
 

¶ Humanitarian Country Team (HCT) Update- a UNOCHA representative provide update on the 
programs implemented by different UN agencies in the Philippines related to Covid 19 
interventions.it highlighted the Health and Food security sector as the sectors that need the 
most help as of the moment here in the Philippines.  
 

¶ Common issues/challenges or information around COVID response- Most of the Ineternational 
NGO’s shared that most of them (including ChildFund) has very limited or restricted movements 
with regards to implementing their response plans. Most of the International NGO’s are 
implementing risk communication interventions. Some are able to do food distribution but in 
full coordination and being implemented by their partner local government units.  
 

Last May 20, the CO participated in PINGON meeting which regularly done virtually now. The highlights 
of the meeting are as follows; 

¶ HCT Updates by UNOCHA on Humanitarian Response Plan on Covid 19 response. 
- Most of the repurposed funds from donors have allocation already to existing partners 
- There are no specific funds available now for other organizations to apply for 
- GHRP will be reviewed after 6 weeks of implementation

3.b. Program Response 

With the whole country in almost total enhanced community quarantine/lockdown situation and 
affecting all the low income families to which most of our enrolled families are from, the CO is proposing 
to implement an overall response plan with all 12 local partner in implementing the following 
interventions which aligns to the global response plan of ChidFund and are aligned to the context of the 
country’s Covid 19 situation; 

 

o Ensure that children get food they need 

To ensure that most vulnerable families can keep food on the table and cover basic needs, the CO is 
planning to implement the following; 

1. Cast Transfer Programming- Depending on resources availed, the CO will implement cash 
transfer (conditional unrestricted) intervention focusing on two modalities; direct cash and 
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voucher distribution depending on local partner assessment and situation. This intervention 
aims to alleviate target families severely affected economically by Covid 19 in program covered 
areas.  

2. Standby funds for medical support and other emergency needs-   As the Covid 19 crisis in the 

Philippines is just in its infancy stage and the peak of the outbreak is not yet experienced and to 

add the capacity gap of respective LGU’s in responding to this emergency, the CO intervention 

would like to support families in covered communities that will test positive on Covid 19 and are 

on Persons Under Investigation (PUI) list and needing referral support after government 

provided its assistance but still not enough to sustain the prescribe medical advice to recover 

and get healthy again. This intervention aims to target not just enrolled families but also non 

enrolled families in covered communities.  

 

Currently, the food and basic needs of the most vulnerable families are provided respectively by local 
government units thru the Social Amelioration Program of the government. But with the Covid 19 
situation in the country is very uncertain and resources are quickly dwindling, support from non-
government sector is really needed.  

All of the 12 local partners has finalized their Cash Transfer implementation plan and will start 
conditional cash transfer intervention by 1st week of June. Based on their Cash Transfer feasibility 
assessment result, of the 12 partners 7 will directly distribute cash while the other 5 will distribute food 
items directly. All partner will follow the Red Cross Movement CTP approach during pandemic.  

 

 

o Keep children safe from Violence: physically and emotionally 
 
To ensure support in community-based child protection systems that identify, respond to and refer 
cases of abuse, neglect, violence or exploitation. The CO will implement capacity building of partners 
to implement Mental Health and Psychosocial Support (MHPSS) to their covered program areas.  
 
As of April 21, the CO team has finalized the training design on orientation on MHPSS and the 
Psychological First Aid (PFA) for all its partners staff and volunteers. The training will be conducted 
virtually. The training will include in updating and orienting the participants on the governments Covid 
19 community-based referral mechanism pathways. The training will be conducted on April 28-30, 
2020.   
 
Last April 28, The CO technical team facilitated the 1st batch of online training of facilitators on MHPSS. 
A total of 16 local partner staff participated in the online training. 
 
Last April 30 and May 5, an additional two batches from 8 local partners were trained as facilitators on 
MHPSS. A total of 40 local partner staff participated in the online training.   
 
Last May 12, The CO technical team facilitated the 1st batch of online training of facilitators on 
Psychological First Aid (PFA). A total of 15 local partner staff participated in the online training. 
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Last May 18 and 20, The CO technical team facilitate the 2nd and 3rd batch of online training of 
facilitators on Psychological First Aid (PFA). A total of 35 local partner staff participated in the online 
training. All the 3 batches participants trained on PFA will now be part of the prepositioned PFA 
providers in their respective program areas. All participating LP participants have developed their 
actions plans with regards to providing support on PFA for their covered communities.  
 

o Help children continue to do their job: Learning 

 
Since the Department of Education declared the suspension of classes and temporary closure 
of the school premises alongside the implementation of Enhanced Community Quarantine, for 
children the prolonged home confinement might have negative effects on their physical and mental 
development.  
 
To address this, the CO program team developed the home-based family activity kits (HFAK) which will 
provide support on how parents, caregivers, and children can establish a healthy daily routine amidst 
the ECQ. With the sudden disruption of classes for children, opportunities for learning were cut short. 
The home-based family activity kits will provide daily guides for parents/caregivers how to care for 
their own well-being and equip them to provide productive and learning activities for their 
children. Every day, parents will receive instructions to 30 minutes to one-hour exercises and activities 
that will emphasize care for their own well-being. Another hour will be spent for guided activities with 
their children –these activities will focus on enhancing literacy, numeracy, and socio-emotional 
learning (SEL) skills. And these routine activities could also foster positive relationship 
between parents/caregivers and children. A curriculum will be developed to serve as framework for 
the daily activities which shall be age and developmentally appropriate. To ensure adherence to 
physical distancing and avoid potential exposure to the virus, both activity guides 
for parents/caregivers, and children will be coursed through several platforms – text blasts, social 
media, and radio programming.   
    

¶  Text blasts – Step by step instructions, which can be translated in local languages, will be 

transmitted by partner staff to program participant families. We estimate that about 80% of 

target families have at least a simple mobile phone capable of sending/receiving test messages.   

¶ Online messaging platforms – Many target families have basic smart phones with mobile 

internet connectivity. Partners can send instructions, as applicable these can also be translated 

in local languages through Facebook Messenger, Viber, WhatsApp, etc. to individual participants 

or groups of participants.    

¶ Radio programming – Some partners have existing relationships with local radio stations. Radio 

broadcasted content is one way to reach participants who do not have mobile phones, and 

it can reach a wider audience beyond targeted families. ChildFund and partners will develop 

pre-recorded messages that can be broadcast or provide radio announcers/anchors with scripts 

that contain health messages, child protection messages, and instructions for home-

based activities.   

The HFAK is in its final setting-up and will be ready to be implemented by last week of April-first 

week of May. The HFAK has a potential to be continued into regular programming or after the Covid 

19 emergency situation given that the country’s situation will adapt to the new normal brought 

about by the Covid 19 emergency. HFAK has been downloaded to local partners already. 
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Last May 4, the HFAK program was launched through the text blast mechanism and was participated 

initially by 5,000 enrolled families. The families received the 1st day activity instruction in  4 major 

different dialect coming the 12 program areas of the local partners.  

As of May 12, 8,097 families have been reached initially of the HFAK text blast mechanism. The 

HFAK activities range from physical exercise, mindfulness activities, games that build socio-

emotional skills, learning activities that promote literacy and numeracy, arts and crafts using 

household items, etc. These draw from the content of our regular programming, and we’ve adapted 

them for the COVID situation. For the first two weeks the themes were focused on the following; 

¶ Week 1: What is COVID19 and what can I do to protect myself and my family? (references: 
WHO, UNICEF, UP, DepEd Commons) 

¶ Week 2: Keeping myself, and my family healthy (right to Play) 
 

For week three and four the following were the focused themes; 
 

¶ WEEK 3: Theme – My feelings and My Family's well-being  

¶ WEEK 4: Theme – Internet Safety for the family

Part 4: Office and Staff Status 

All CO and field office staff have been requested by the Country Management Team (CMT) on Work-
From-Home (WFH) arrangement. Initially the design for the CO staff was at least 2 days a week work in 
the office and the rest at home. But with the recent spike of positive cases and enhanced quarantine 
declaration for Luzon island and increased risks across all the country, the CMT has declared a full WFH 
arrangement.  

Two staff were put into 14 days self-quarantine after showing some symptoms and being exposed with 
people that tested positive with Covid 19 in network activities so far have passed the 14 day self-
quarantine and are now fully healthy again. 

There are no staff/partner organization staff completed yet the WHO COVID online training 
https://www.who.int/emergencies/diseases/novel-coronavirus-2019/training/online-training.  

Each unit supervisors of the CO have submitted their respective work plans to the Country Management 
Team for the WFH arrangement.  

The Wellness committee of the CO have organized a weekly all staff online events that staff can join 
related to psychosocial and wellbeing activities. For this week almost all CO staff were able to join the 
meditation and breathing exercise facilitated by an external resource person.  

The Enhanced Community Quarantine (ECQ) in Metro Manila and Luzon Island has been extended to 
until April 30. With this WFH arrangement will be extended as well. Each unit of the CO will submit 
another work plans to cover the extended time of the ECQ.  

The Wellness committee organized a webinar focused on "Home Quarantine is No Joke: Fostering 
Adjustments and Cultivating Creativity in Children at Home". This was participated by almost all CO 
staff (GSS staff based in the Philippines), other CO staff (Indonesia) and local partner staff. The webinar 
was facilitated by professors from University of the Philippines.

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Last April 16, The Wellness Committee implemented a remote E-Kumustahan (Electronic Staff Check -in) 
activity, a debriefing activity to all staff including GSS staff that are in the Philippines. The staff were 
divided into several groups so that they could have enough time to share their personal experiences. 
The activity was also participated from colleagues from ChildFund Indonesia. 

With the Enhanced Community Quarantine extended until May 15 in the National Capital Region and 
other areas with high Covid 19 Cases, WFH set up for CO staff will continue to be implemented.  

On April 29, 2020, the Wellness Committee organized and facilitated another all staff session with topic 
on Covid 19 Information Sharing. It highlighted to orient and update all staff on the latest activities with 
regards to Covid 19 response and other admin and staffing concerns.  

On May 7 and 8, 2020, the Wellness Committee organized a webinar on “Strengthening Family 
Resiliency during Crisis”  and “Financial Wellness in times of Covid 19” which was participated by 
Philippine CO and several CF Indonesia staff together with some local partner staff. The sessions were 
facilitated by invited professional speakers. 

On May 11 and 13, 2020, the Wellness Committee organized another series of webinars and this time 
the topics are on “10 Ways Modern Life is Making You Sick” and “Fatigue Management” respectively. 
The sessions were participated by Philippine CO and several CF Indonesia staff. The sessions were 
facilitated by invited professional speakers.

Part 6 Safety & Security 

With the steady and alarming rise of Covid 19 cases, the National Capital Region and almost the rest of 
the country already under the stage of Enhanced Community Quarantine/Lockdown and with that many 
checkpoints are established and are being manned by Police and Military personnel.  

Only essential stores and services like groceries, pharmacies, markets, hardware’s, food deliveries are 
allowed to operate to manage and prevent the spread of the virus. 

All domestics flights are shutdown already as of the moment while selected international fights are 
allowed with strict restriction. Donor and international staff visits in the country are currently not 
recommended. 

Only cargoes of basic necessities are allowed as of the moment to be transported to their destination. 
Innovative and creative local government units have implemented various services to minimize the 
movement of their citizens and maintain social distancing. One of the unique approach piloted by a city 
in Metro Manila is the mobile market where citizens need not to go or travel to market to buy food and 
goods, they just need to go to designated place in their villages as to where the mobile markets (using 
trucks) are.  

As Enhanced Community Quarantine extended in Metro Manila until the end of April, among the add 
guidelines is that all designated family member that is allowed to go outside their homes to buy 
essential items is mandated to wear a face mask all the time. Check points also have been intensified 
more to ensure that all people going in and out of the communities are closely monitored.  
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As of April 15, the Philippine National Police mentioned in a TV interview that they have recorded 
100,000 individuals arrested all over the country disobeying stay-at-home and quarantine guidelines. To 
further lessen people going outside their homes the IATF is thinking of closing permanent to citizens the 
large public markets in Metro Manila and allowing only those small market buyers and re distribute in 
strategic places to addressing crowding and maintain social distancing. 

As of April 24, the Inter Agency Task Force on Covid 19 from the national government has released 
guidelines for the General Community Quarantineii (GCQ) areas starting May 1. Areas under GCQ aside 
from essential services and facilities, some non-essentials will be allowed to operate already including 
selected industries and manufacturing companies. Small establishments will be allowed to operate 
already like hardwares, barbershops, salons, spas, restaurants but take only. Work force of non-essential 
offices should follow 50% physical presence at the office and 50% WFH arrangement. Still not allowed 
are the following; 

¶ gyms, fitness studios, sports facilities 
¶ bars, pubs 
¶ sports-related mass gatherings like trainings, games, tournaments 
¶ theaters, cinemas 
¶ libraries, museums, archives, and other cultural activities 
¶ religious gatherings 
¶ travel agency, tour operator, reservation service, and related activities 
¶ trade shows, conferences, conventions, workshops, retreats 
¶ election rallies, polling centers, parades, speeches 

Persons aged 0 to 20 years old and those who are 60 years old and above must stay at home. People 
with risk factors like lung and heart disease and diabetes cannot go out. Local government units are 
ordered to enforce a night curfew for non-workers. 

Mass transportation will resume but only at a limited capacity. Airports and seaports may operate, but 
only to ensure the unhampered flow of goods. 

Higher educational institutions can finish the academic year and hand out credentials. Starting May 4, 
these colleges and universities can deploy a skeletal workforce to do just this, as well as to prepare for 
flexible learning arrangements for the next school year. 

But all other schools must remain closed until September 2020. However, schools can conduct online 
classes, subject to Department of Education guidelines. 

As of May 5, the Department of Educationiii announced that on August 24, schools are scheduled to re-
open either physically or virtually. It will also adopt the new normal curriculum which is implementing 
distance learning through utilization of online platform learning.  

As of May 25, the Philippine President has declared in his weekly Covid 19 press conference that he is 
recommending for the total suspension of school for whole school year unless vaccine will be made 
available for the whole country.

As of April 17, the CO together with the BUILDCA2P team had a virtual meeting with USDOL and 
discussed realigned of available funds for Covid19 response to Child labor program areas. The CO team 
is finalizing the realignment proposal based on the needs and situation of the projects program area. 

As of April 27, the realignment proposal of BUILDCA2P team for Covid19 response has been submitted 
to IO for endorsement to USDOL for approval. 

The remaining fund of the ECD-IP from ChildFund Korea has been requested to be aligned for the Covid-
19 response in their covered program areas. Official approval of the request is still pending.

The remote communities 
we serve nationwide is also under the ECQ which limits movement and places a risk to community 
volunteers to obtain photos and videos. Their location has intermittent cellphone signal if none at all 
which hampers frequency of sending materials to LP then to CO staff. Given the Enhanced Community 
Quarantine in the Philippines, movement is very restricted and hiring a photographer might not be very 
feasible nowadays.
